b) Progressing with end-of-financial-year 2018-19 actions:


SI has liaised with Alison Cole, who has agreed to carry out the annual financial audit.


Action: Clerk to complete tasks relating to end-of-financial year 2018-19 then liaise with Alison Cole to facilitate the audit process.
c)Community Speedwatch:

Discussion about the AutoSpeedWatch scheme (information had been received by the Clerk over email).
Action: Clerk to respond to AutoSpeedWatch email requesting more information and details of pricing, and enquiring about levels of satisfaction with this scheme amongst other Parishes.

d) Two road safety issues were raised:

Lorries travelling up Hannah's Lane and people driving in the wrong direction up Westbury Cross. There was discussion of the poor condition of road markings.
Action: Clerk to raise both road safety issues with Highways, Somerset County Council (see email from Amanda Bateman).

6.Broadmead Quarry


The Clerk reported that Mendip District Council's Planning Enforcement team have indicated they are still expecting a planning application to be submitted in relation to the bund at Broadmead Quarry.


Action: Clerk to contact Mendip District Council Planning Enforcement team again, before the next Parish Council meeting, in relation to the planning application for Broadmead Quarry.

Action: Clerk to raise issue of disposal of dog waste from these bins, to arrange regular collection by Mendip District Council.
