2b) Query from member of the public
Concern from member of the public over the lack of progress with a local Neighbourhood Plan.

Councillors explained that they intend to relaunch the Neighbourhood Plan group, and are currently seeking a small local company who could formulate a more nuanced Housing Needs Survey, to draw out local preferences and aspirations for the style and range of housing which might be built in the village.

Although there have been delays with the Neighbourhood Plan group, there is a plan to progress with this important project.

4) Report from Somerset County Councillor and Mendip District Councillor
No report from Somerset County Councillor
Mendip District Councillor (RW) report: 
a) Details of temporary closure of section of A371 - closure is not related to or intended to repair potholes, it is primarily driven by work to be carried out by the Gas Board, and also includes work from the Water Board and Gigaclear. 
Action: Clerk to forward detour and other relevant road closure information to PB who will send to PEW magazine for inclusion in the next issue.
b) Potential impact of Somerset County Council funding cuts: bus services, libraries, support services, and other local public services.

5) Clerk’s Report 

a) Parish Council Email Account: The Clerk has been re-organising the email folder into sub-folders, which has been useful in familiarising with the various issues, and for future easy access to picking up past issues.
b) Neighbourhood Plan: Enquiries are being made through local Neighbourhood Planning contacts to locate a company who could devise a Housing Needs Survey tailored to local needs and aspirations. Vivid Regeneration have been suggested as one potential option. More options are likely to follow next month.
Action: Clerk to continue with search for potential company to carry out Housing Needs Survey.
c) Defibrillator: Defibrillator and case has been received, and will need to be mounted. The Clerk is in contact with the school, to arrange the defibrillator to be mounted by a volunteer.

Action: Clerk to continue to liaise with school to arrange mounting of new defibrillator.

d) Noticeboards: Clerk has quotes from several companies on potential replacement of the Stoneleigh noticeboard, and is continuing to get quotes for repair of other noticeboards. Costs ranging from approximately £400 to £1,000.

Resolved: To order new noticeboard meeting relevant specifications and at good value.

Action: Clerk to liaise with Cllr Peter Bright to select and order replacement noticeboard.

e) Community Connector Training: This training is available locally for free and recommended for Parish Councillors and other active citizens via Health Connections Members.
Action: Clerk to forward on Community Connector Training details to Parish Councillors.

f) Sedgemoor Local Plan: Consultation on modifications to this Local Plan runs from 28/8 to 10/10. As a neighbouring local authority it is likely to be also be relevant to this Parish.

g) Chairman's Award for Service to the Community Nomination:

Action: Clerk to forward on nomination form to Cllr Sue Isherwood as soon as possible. Cllr Sue Isherwood to complete and submit nomination form.
6) Superfast Broadband - Truespeed

Tony Najdoski (Truespeed) updated on the company's progress locally, and the potential to progress with roll-out of superfast broadband provision in the village:

After an initial surge of interest following the public meeting earlier this year, approx. 10% of the village have indicated they would sign up to superfast broadband. Need to have approx. 1/3 of all villagers committed to the project to make it viable.

Truespeed have had some success elsewhere locally in rolling out this scheme, and are trying to encourage enthusiastic citizens to become 'champions' who might influence people in other local areas to commit to this scheme.

Truespeed's local consultation and promotion has been hindered by concern over GDPR rules which they were advised might restrict them from continuing to communicate with residents on their old mailing list.

Action: Clerk to continue to liaise with Truespeed and to organise another public meeting/ event in the village to promote sign-up to this project.

The council thanked Tony for attending the meeting and providing his update.
7) SALC Mendip Area Committee representative for Westbury Sub Mendip Parish Council (see email of 4/6/18 from Simon Pritchard)

Action: Clerk to progress with arranging Clerk's training via SALC. Clerk to check whether the 2018 subscription to SALC membership has been paid, and to liaise with Simon Pritchard if payment is currently due.

Rodney's Parish Clerk may be able to provide useful assistance to the new Clerk.
